8. Jacob Hofer, born 1753 in Carinthia, Austria, died 24 Dec 1811 in Radichev, Russia.  He became manager of 
the colony after Joseph Kleinsasser's death. He served in that capacity for 5 years. He married (1) Dorathea 
Kleinsasser, 19 Feb 1777 in Wischenka, Russia.  He married (2) Sarah Kleinsasser, 2 Jan 1810, born 7 Dec 
1773 in Wischenka, Russia, died 13 Apr 1814 in Radichev, Russia. 

9. Dorathea Kleinsasser, born 7 May 1759 in Kreuz, Transylvania, died 26 May 1807 in Radichev, Russia. 

10. Johannes Waldner, born 1753, died 14 Dec 1824 in Radichev, Russia.  He was the longtime elder of the 
Hutterite community in Russia, and the author of the "Klein Geschichtsbuch." He served as minister of the 
word for 42 years and cared for the whole congregation for 31 years. He married (1) Maria Naegeler, 13 
Nov 1773 in Wischenka, Russia.  He married (2) Elisabeth Billner, 1820, born 1777 in South Russia, died 
30 Dec 1839 in South Russia. 

11. Maria Naegeler, born 1754 in Carinthia, Austria, died 5 Oct 1818 in Radichev, Russia. 



12. Matthias Kleinsasser, born 1738 in Kleinsasserhof, Carinthia, Austria, died 27 Sep 1795 in Wischenka, 
Russia.  Hutterite Roots says he died at age 59. He was a weaver. He married (1) Maria Waldner, 22 Jan 
1764 in Kreuz, Transylvania, born 1745 in Carinthia, Austria, died 29 Oct 1768 in Prisiceni, Romania, One 
record says she was born in 1747. Eichler says in one place that she died in Ciogirla, Romania. He married 
(2) Margaretha Wipf, 19 Oct 1771 in Wischenka, Russia.  He married (3) Elisabeth Strauss, 8 Jan 1791 in 
Wischenka, Russia, born 1739 in Carinthia, Austria, died 23 Aug 1812 in Radichev, Russia. 

13. Margaretha Wipf, born 1751, died 19 Nov 1790 in Wischenka, Russia.  This is the "Gretel Wipf" who 
suffered much in the persecution at Alwintz. The records seem to mix this Gretel Wipf up with another 
(#34) whose dates are very similar! 

14. Andreas Koller, born 1753 in Sabatisch, Hungary, died 26 Sep 1790 in Wischenka, Russia.  "Served the 
congregation by the firework." He married Anna Wollman, Abt 1780 in Sabatisch, Hungary. 

15. Anna Wollman, born 1758 in Sabatisch, Hungary, died 21 Oct 1820 in Radichev, Russia.  She came to the 
Hutterite community in Russia in 1784 with her first husband. They came from Sabatisch, Hungary. She 
married (1) Andreas Koller, Abt 1780 in Sabatisch, Hungary.  She married (2) Veit Glanzer, 8 Jan 1791 in 
Wischenka, Russia, born 1730 in Sankt Peter, Kärnten, Austria, died 6 Apr 1803 in Radichev, Russia, His 
death record states that he was one of the "old ones" from Carinthia, through whom the "work of Christian 
Community" was begun at Kreutz and Stein in Transylvania. He served in various capacities: as manager's 
assistant, as gardener, and as beekeeper. Some records indicate that he was born in 1741, but the Sankt 
Peter records indicate he was born there in 1730. Eichler says he died 26 Apr, and that his third marriage 
occurred in 1792. She married (3) Andreas Kuhr, 10 Jan 1804 in Radichev, Russia, born 1763 in Alwinz, 
Transylvania, died 24 Mar 1808 in Radichev, Russia, "of Alwinz"

Anna Waldner, 15 Feb 1777 in Wischenka, Russia, born 10 Nov 1758 in Henndorf, Austria, died 5 May

19. Barbara Hofer, born 1722 in Carinthia, Austria, died 20 Nov 1776 in Wischenka, Russia.  One record says 
she was born in 1725.

Hutterite Roots says he died at age 56. He married Anna Artzmann, in Carinthia, Austria. 

21. Anna Artzmann, born 1725 in Carinthia, Austria, died 31 Jan 1798 in Wischenka, Russia.  Death record 
states that she served 37 years in the school. Hutterite Roots says she died at age 77. 

22. Christian Naegeler, born 1714 in Carinthia, Austria, died 1757 in Grosschenk, Transylvania.  He married 
Dorathea Kleinsasser, 6 Jan 1750 in Spittal, Carinthia, Austria. 

23. Dorathea Kleinsasser, born 1723 in Kleinsasserhof, Carinthia, Austria, died 29 Mar 1770 in Prisiceni, 
Romania.  One record says she died 21 Mar 1770.

Nov 1805 in Radichev, Russia, Her marriage to Jacob Wollman in 1795 is listed as her third marriage!
