
The research has now turned to Soultz-sous-Forets.  Attached is 
Elisabeth Holtzmann's declaration of birth in 1783. This goes way 
back before the French Revolution (1794-1806). The script is not 

French. It's not German. It's possible a dialect of German. Perhaps 
Alsatian. I see the year "Anno Christi 1783". I see "Marie Elisabeth" in 

the body and "Marie Elizabeth Holzmann" in the right margin. I see 
"Johann Georg Holtzmann" in the body. And I see "Schneider ___ 

Magdalana" in the body. I feel this our Elisabeth Holtzmann because it 
matches the date of birth that you have in your records and the 

father and mother's last names are correct. I would like to have more 
documentation. Perhaps the birth records of Madeleine Holtzmann b.

1787, Salome b. 1790, Michel 1792 and the other siblings will support 
the findings here of Elisabeth Holtzmann.
